like ñGo, and announce the Gospel of the Lord,ò or ñGo in 

peace, glorifying the Lord by your life.ò However, it is ut-

tered the truth remains, we are people who are sent. We 

have work to do in proclaiming the Gospel and defending 

the faith. There is no way around it. 
  

The harvest is plentiful but the laborers are few. For too 

long we have looked upon our priests and religious brothers 

and sisters as though they are the laborers while we sat idly 

by.  But they are indeed few. They canôt be in all of the 

places that we are. It is not just their work to do ï it is ours. 

We have that responsibility whether we are ready for it or 

not. Itôs not that we have to go out and convert everyone. 

Jesus is the one who will change hearts.  Our work is to 

prepare the way for Him. Like the seventy-two we are also 

given power; we are given the grace to be bold and to be 

courageous. We are the laborers. We plant the seed, till the 

soil, water it when it is dry, and care for the garden the Lord 

has given to us. 
  

The people of the world are desperate for Christ and desper-

ate for redemption and desperate for us to bring it to them. 

They may be hostile, plant the seed anyway. They may 

have doubts, get rid of the weeds.  They may be wilting, 

care for them.  In whatever situation we find ourselves in 

and in whatever way we proclaim Godôs Kingdom we must 

do it.  Christ Himself will do the rest.

When the president of a nation sends ambassadors to a for-

eign nation those ambassadors speak with the authority and 

power of the one who appointed them. Sometimes those 

other countries are friendly while others are hostile. 
  

In todayôs Gospel Jesus sends out seventy-two disci-

ples.  We see the English word send or sent, but Jesus actu-

ally used a Greek word, ñapostelloò which isnôt the same 

as, letôs say, sending someone to the corner store to buy ice 

cream. Apostello bears more weight than that. The seventy-

two were given a commission and that commission was to 

represent the prophet, Jesus, to those they encountered. 

They were sent in much the same way as a president would 

send his representatives to various embassies throughout 

the world. 
  

What exactly were these men commissioned to do? Jesus 

had plans to visit many places and these disciples were sent 

to prepare for the Lordôs visit. Specifically, they were sent 

to preach and to heal, to declare that the ñKingdom of God 

is at hand.ò They were to speak with Christôs own authority 

and act with His power made visible in many healings. 

Their mission was not unlike that of John the Baptist who 

was the voice of one crying out in the wilderness ñPrepare 

the way of the Lord.ò 
  

The disciples were sent as sheep among wolves.  They 

were going into hostile territory ï Samaria. Jesus instructed 

them not to speak to anyone.  This might come across as 

somewhat unfriendly to us but if we were to go into the 

deep south during the Civil War, with our Boston accents 

we would stand out like sore thumbs. It would immediately 

get us into hot water with the locals. This is what they 

faced. But they were given power by Jesus. They were giv-

en the grace to be courageous; the grace to be bold; and the 

power to back up what they were saying by healing the 

sick and casting out demons.   
  

Who exactly were these disciples? They were people just 

like us. 
  

They are us. And just like them we are sent. We are a mis-

sionary church and we are often sent into hostile territo-

ry.  We might even say that today we live in hostile territo-

ry.  Fewer and fewer people want to hear what Christ says 

and they certainly donôt want to hear it from us. And yet, 

we are sent to them. We too are commissioned and we re-

ceived that commission at our Baptisms and our Confirma-

tions.  
 

In fact, we are sent every time we attend Mass. The word 

Mass comes from the Latin phrase ñIte, missa est.ò Which 

is the last thing the deacon or priest says at Mass.   Literal-

ly translated it means ñGo, it is the sending.ò   This is how 

we end every Mass. In the vernacular we say something
